	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is a third floor attic flat situated within a grade II listed terraced property originally dating from the 17th century, located within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  The property was remodelled in the mid-19th century when the mansard roof was added and the fronts were stuccoed in an Italianate style.  In the early 20th century the property became a hotel but in the 1980s was converted into flats.  

The proposed works comprise the removal of a non-loadbearing wall between the kitchen and dining/living areas; the relocation of a door in the hallway; the renewal of existing timber sash windows with Slimlite double glazed units with frames to match the existing.  It has been established that the non-original third floor contains no historic features, with the majority of fabric dating from the 1980s, including internal stud partitions and sash windows in both the east and west elevations of the property.  Likewise there are no historic decorative features and little of the original plan form survives following the subdivision into flats.

The internal works are of a minor nature and streamline the layout of the flat as well as improving its functionality. They do not affect any historic fabric and have a neutral impact on the historic building.

The external works comprise the replacement of all the sash windows to the flat, all of which are modern single-glazed units of a one-over-one pattern which lack the historic detail of windows on the lower floors of the property.  It is proposed to replace the windows in a virtually like-for-like fashion, other than the sashes will contain double-glazed sealed units.  As there will be minimal changes to the dimensions of the frames or to the fenestration pattern, and the windows are visually separate from the lower floors of the property, it is not considered there will be any visual harm caused to the external envelope of the building.

The proposed works will not harm the special interest of the listed building, the setting of neighbouring listed buildings, or the character and appearance of the conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received.  Bloomsbury CAAC chose not to comment.  The site's planning history has been taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
