METAL BALCONY AT THE MAIN GROUND FLOOR LEVEL AT THE REAR AND A SPIRAL STAIRCASE AT A SINGLE FAMILY HOUSE AT
13 LAMBOLLE ROAD, BELSIZE PARK, LONDON NW3 4HS

1. Introduction
The Design and Access Statement (DAS) accompanies an application for an addition of a metal balcony at the rear and a spiral staircase leading from the balcony to the garden level at 13 Lambolle Road, London NW3 4HS.

The DAS has been written to meet the requirements of Article 4C of the Town and Country Planning (General Development Procedure) Order 1995 (as amended).

As this proposal is for minor changes to an existing single family house, some aspects such as the social and economic context are of limited applicability.

2. Design Principles and Concepts
The site has an area of 690m2. The width is 16 meters and the depth is 43 meters. The house is a large Victorian town house in the Belsize Conservation Area. The house is constructed mostly of London stock brick walls, with pitched roof and vernacular detail. The front elevation, with gable-end and dormer window is mostly original. The rear and western side elevations had some minor changes, done throughout the recent years.
The proposed addition will not change the original structure of the building.
3. Layout
The proposed balcony will provide an easy access from the main ground floor living room to the garden at lower level. Due to the size of the garden the balcony will not overlook any of the neighbouring properties. 
4. Scale

Rear and side elevation drawings are included with the application. The front elevation is unaffected by the proposed changes. 
5. Landscaping

Landscaping of the site will be unchanged.
6. Appearance
The proposed balcony will only be visible from the rear garden. The proposed design is sympathetic to the period when this property was constructed.
7. Access
The access to the property will remain unaltered.
