	Reasons for granting permission:

The proposal seeks to remove the existing roof and replace it with a new roof featuring 3x rooflights and an internal outdoor courtyard to provide amenity space. The removal of this roof is welcomed as it is in poor condition in regards to its appearance. The proposed roof would be constructed of dark grey fibreglass that is considered acceptable in its rear location at first floor level and not a prominent roof that can be viewed from the public realm.  

The proposed rooflights are considered appropriate in its quantity, scale and design and the proposed internal courtyard and associated sliding doors are considered acceptable in its design (and would not be visible due to its internal location within the proposed small courtyard).

The new roof would result in the height of the rear unit being raised by 0.5m. However, this is considered to not add that much additional bulk and the unit will remain as single storey.

Overall, the proposal is not considered harmful the host building or the surrounding Camden Town Conservation Area.

There would be no harm to the amenity the adjoining residential occupiers in terms of daylight, sunlight, overlooking or sense of enclosure.

No objections were received following statutory consultation. The planning history of the site and relevant appeal decisions were taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving and enhancing the character and appearance of the conservation area under s.72 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act) 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.
