Proposal and Background 

The existing building is a 3 story terraced house with a habitable loft and cellar.  The building dates from the late 19th century and has been divided into flats.  The extension will be added to the ground floor flat
The new basement will have a lightwell to ensure the correct level of ventilation and natural light providing at the same time a mean of escape

The application site (No 71) shares party walls with No 69 (north side) and No 73      (south side). 

Potential Impacts 

· Noise, dust & structure-borne vibration during construction/excavation works
· Internal noise levels inside proposed dwellings.
