	Reasons for granting listed building consent: The Royal College of Physicians at 11 St. Andrew's Place is a Grade I listed building by Denys Lasdun and Partners dating from 1960-64 and extended in 1995-6. Composed of pre-stressed concrete clad with very pale grey porcelain mosaic, it is situated in a prominent position within the Regent's Park Conservation Area. 

The application seeks to install a new donor wall within the reception area to honour the 500th anniversary of the founding of the Royal College of Physicians. The wall comprises black PPC aluminium shelving and a panel system with LED back-lit Perspex place-names and lettering in black vinyl. Fixings will be into mortar joints to the wall behind and into a suspended plasterboard ceiling.  The brick-like organisation of place-names refers thematically to the brick wall behind and the dark metal draws on the dark quality of the engineering bricks behind and opposite. The need for the donor wall has been justified in the application and the works are reversible, with fixings in areas designed not to harm historic fabric. 

The proposed works will not harm the special interest of the Grade I listed building.

The application has been advertised in the press and by means of a site notice, whereby there were no consultation responses. Historic England responded to the consultation authorising us to determine the application for listed building consent as we see fit. This authorisation has been ratified by the NPCU. The Regents' Park CAAC responded to the consultation stating that whilst they did not see the installation as appropriate in terms of materials and details, they understood the College's need to acknowledge benefactors and on the basis the installation is reversible had no objection. They also commented that fixings should not permanently alter the wall to which the installation is attached. 

The site's planning history has been taken into account in making this decision.

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the NPPF.
