The applicant has submitted details including existing and proposed elevations of the front boundary wall and details at a scale of 1:10 of the proposed single leaf front door (including head, jambs and cils) and the 2x proposed motorised gates. The details demonstrate that the character and appearance of the host building and front boundary wall will be retained as would the character of the Redington Frognal Conservation Area. All details have met the satisfaction of the Council's Heritage and Conservation Officer and therefore the submitted information is considered satisfactory to formally discharge the condition.
