	This proposal involves the introduction of audio visual equipment in order to ensure continued use of the Moot Court as a training facility.

The existing, previously altered, bulk head is to be modified to enable the installation of a screen which will be mounted across the existing internal window panels. The glazing of the panels is to be covered with veneered panels to exactly match the adjacent veneer panels.

The proposal also involves the alteration of the front desk to accommodate three monitors and associated equipment. The submission confirms that the materials and making good of the desk will be to match existing.

Two ceiling mount displays and the fixing of recessed speakers with the suspended ceiling are considered reversible and will not involve the loss of historic fabric. This work will not harm the significance of the grade II listed interior.

This scheme is not considered to harm the significance of the listed Bentham House Moot Court and therefore the application is supported.

Public consultation was not required in this instance as all the works are internal.

The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
