	Reaons for granting listed building consent:

This application is for internal works to the British Library, comprising the installation of one sign and one light fitting above the entrance to the Pigott Room Study Suite.

The site is a grade I listed building completed to the design of Colin St John Wilson and others in the late 1990s.  The location of the proposed works is within the Manuscripts Reading Room, which is located in a publicly accessible central area of the building. The building's list description does not highlight it to be an architecturally significant area of the library.

The proposed sign comprises individual cast bronze letters, measuring 85mm in height. The letters will state the name of the study suite "The Pigott Family Manuscript Study Suite" in a typeface which is consistent with other signs used throughout the library. 

With regard to the fixing of the proposed light fitting and signage, whilst there will be a requirement to drill into both the ceiling and wall, the proposed the techniques to be employed are consistent with elsewhere in the library, having minimal impact on existing fabric. 

It is considered that the proposed works are of a minor and reversible nature, and will not cause harm to fabric of historic or architectural significance, nor have a negative visual impact, rather enhance the functionality and accessibility of the study suite in a sensitive and legible manner.  As such, no harm will be caused to the special interest of the grade I listed building.

Consultation was undertaken via a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received.  Historic England authorised the Council to determine the application as it sees fit using its own conservation expertise, in a letter dated 28 June 2018 (and stamped by the Secretary of State on 10 July 2018).  The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
