Under listed building consent 2016/0402/L, granted 17 October 2016, Condition 4a required submission of details of the proposed secondary glazing, and Condition 5a required provision of a methodology and a sample panel for inspection of paint-stripping of the ground-floor timber panelling, with a full paint-analysis study to be completed prior to works being undertaken.

The applicant has submitted satisfactory details of the secondary glazing, and commissioned Hare & Humphreys to provide a method statement and undertake a paint-stripping trial as well as a paint analysis, with satisfactory documents, including a thorough paint analysis report, submitted.
