My objections to the proposal are below:

1.	In my view, the vacant site is better suited to a house or low rise building with green space and not a 6 floor building with basement. Such a big building will have a serious impact on the standard of living of neighbours and is a very un-neighbourly form of development.
2.	The height of the proposed building will have an unacceptable adverse impact on the properties around it due to overlooking, unacceptable loss of light and loss of privacy. 
3.	The proposed development is overbearing and not just visually. It leads to over-cramming in a very small area and, due to the height, bulk and depth of the proposed building, adds to the sense of enclosure in the area. The demand for more housing need to be balanced with cramming. In any event, with only one social housing the building has more benefits to the developer and little to the community.
4.	The loss of existing views from neighbouring properties would adversely affect the residential amenity of these properties (including mine).
5.	The proposed building is completely out of proportion to immediately neighbouring houses and flats on St John’s Wood Park, Middlefield, Court Close, Mancroft, Park Lodge, etc. The applicant has named a few buildings in support of the application like Boydell Court, 95 Avenue Road, etc., all of which do not immediately neighbour the proposed building.  Further all buildings which the applicant has cited have green spaces and gardens (in line with the character of the area) and the proposed building has none. The proposed building does not respect local context and street pattern.
6.	Tall buildings in the area makes it more of a concrete jungle and have a very adverse impact on the character of St John’s Wood, Camden which should be preserved and protected from overdevelopment. 
7.	There is already a shortage of on-road parking spaces in the area and the proposed building will add to this shortage and result in loss of a valuable residential amenity.
8.	The design that the applicant has provided with trees seems to be misleading. Where is the space for trees?
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
