	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade II listed Camden Road Railway Station, situated in the Jeffreys Street Conservation Area.

This application has been made by the Transport Trust and is for the installation of a 'Red Wheel' plaque at ground-floor level on its southern elevation facing Bonny Street, adjacent to the main passenger entrance.  The plaque will be inscribed with the wording, 'Camden Road Station (formerly Camden Town), Opened in 1870, one of six Italianate stations designed by Edwin Henry Horne for the fast-growing North London Railway'.  The Trust's Red Wheel plaques mark sites of historic transport significance and the station has been selected as it meets the criteria.

The plaque will be located on a brick pier between two round-arched ground floor windows lighting the entrance hall and ticket office.  The plaque will be positioned centrally on the pier, which is approximately 1.6 metres wide, and its centre point will be 2.4 metres above ground level.  It will be constructed from cast aluminium and will be circular with a diameter of 495mm and a depth of 10mm.  It will be painted in red and white, with lettering in Gill Golden Cockerel typeface, and it will be fixed to the brickwork by three bolts 80mm long, captured by epoxy resin in pre-drilled holes in mortar joints to minimise damage to the brickwork.

It is considered that the plaque will be strategically positioned to maximise visibility, without cluttering the Italianate facades.  The installation will be of a reversible nature, causing no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building or to the surrounding conservation area context.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, whereby no responses were received. Camden Broadway CAAC was consulted but chose not to respond. The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
