	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is a grade II listed mid-19th century three-storey terraced ttownhouse raised on a semi-basement, which is situated on the north side of Delancey Street within the Camden Town Conservation Area.

This application seeks approval for internal alterations at basement level within the lower maisonette, comprising the removal of a non-original internal partition dividing the front room from the passageway and the associated reconfiguration of the door opening leading into the rear stair hall.

The works are of a minor nature and affect an area of the historic building of lesser significance which is not characterised by decorative features.  The removal of the non-original partition which is understood not to be loadbearing will involve the loss of the passageway and the creation of a larger room spanning the full width of the house.  Whilst spatial character will be affected, it is considered there will be no negative impact on the heritage asset due to the location of the works in an area of secondary importance and the benefits brought from the removal of the existing partition which runs at an angle away from the front elevation rather than parallel with the party walls of the building. It is therefore considered that the works cause no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building.

No public consultation was necessary for this application as the works are internal only. The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
