NOTIFICATION OF AN ENFORCEMENT APPEAL

Town and Country Planning Acts 1990 (as amended)
The Council has been notified of an appeal which has been made to the Planning Inspectorate. The appeal is against the Council’s decision to issue an enforcement notice.

The breach of planning control alleged in the Enforcement Notice is: Change of use from light industrial use (Class B1) to Commercial Kitchens and Delivery Centre (Sui Generis); and installation of external plant, including 3 extract ducts, 4 flues, 3  air intake louvres, 1 rooftop extract and 3 air condenser units.
Grounds of Appeal

The appellant/s have appealed on one or a number of the following grounds:

(a) That planning permission should be granted for what is alleged in the notice.
(c) That there has not been a breach of planning control (for example because permission has already been granted, or it is "permitted development").
(f) The steps required to comply with the requirements of the notice are excessive, and lesser steps would overcome the objections.
(g) The time given to comply with the notice is too short.
