	Reasons for granting listed building consent: Paul's House, 62 & 64-66 Huntley Street comprises 3 late 18th Century town houses which are Grade II listed and situated in the Bloomsbury Conservation Area. The buildings provide support provision and temporary accommodation for children undergoing cancer treatment and their families. The property underwent an internal reconfiguration in 2006 (applications ref 2006/4824/P and 2006/4829/L) during which the properties were laterally converted.  Minor internal alterations are proposed including the formation of new openings and the extension of pipework and services to create ensuite access and to improve circulation and access.  Automated openable windows are proposed to replace the existing inoperable roof windows within the staircases at third floor level. Externally, it is proposed replace the non-traditional lead capped, brick and concrete copings with stone copings and replace artificial states and damaged natural slates (as defined in the submitted roof condition survey) with natural slates to match the colour, shape and dimensions of existing . Existing vent penetrations will be replaced like for like with roof tile vents. Window repairs include putty replacements and redecoration to match existing.

The proposed works are sensitive to the significance of the listed buildings, enabling the legibility of the historic floorplan to remain and minimising impact on historic fabric. 

The proposed works will not harm the special interest of the Grade II listed building.

The application has been advertised in the press and by means of a site notice, whereby there were no consultation responses. The site's planning history has been taken into account in making this decision.

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with Policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the NPPF. 




In dealing with the application, the Council has sought to work with the applicant in a positive and proactive way in accordance with paragraph 38 of the National Planning Policy Framework 2018.
