	The site is the enclosed rear elevation of a grade-II-listed Edwardian Baroque early-20th-century office building by Lutyens, now flats, making a positive contribution to the Kingsway Conservation Area. 

While the building is not steel framed, the site is suffering from Regents Street disease, whereby moisture gets into its structural metal components and causes rust jacking, which blows off portions of the façade. 

The applicant wishes to break out iron lintels so affected and treate them or replace them in steel, and reface damaged parts of the building with matching glazed brickwork. Local repointing will be carried out in an appropriate mortar. 

The proposed works will not harm the special interest of the grade-II-listed building.

The application has been advertised in the press and by means of a site notice, whereby there were no consultation responses. The site's planning history has been taken into account in making this decision.

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the NPPF.
