	Reasons for granting listed building consent (delegated):

This application seeks consent for the installation of a temporary mechanical fan ventilation unit (Sonair F+) to the external front wall at first floor level for noise mitigating ventilation during the construction of the HS2 railway.  The application is pursuant to listed building consent ref 2018/5996/L for the installation of temporary internal secondary glazing to eight windows on the front elevation for noise mitigation during the construction of the HS2 railway (granted on 12/03/2019).

The application site is a grade II listed mid-terrace single family dwelling located in the Camden Town Conservation Area.  The property dates from the mid-19th century and is one of a terrace of 27 houses.  The property comprises 3 floors raised on a basement with a mansard attic storey. It is constructed from stock brick with rusticated stucco ground floors and slated roofs. The property is two bays wide and has stucco fluted Ionic pilasters marking the division with the neighbouring properties.  It has timber box sash windows, which are recessed and architraved on the upper floors.  The 1st floor windows have console bracketed cornices and a continuous cast-iron balcony. The upper-ground floor timber panelled entrance door is punctuated by a stucco portico with pilasters carrying an entablature.  

It is proposed to install a temporary mechanical input ventilation fan (Sonair F+ Unit, manufactured by Titon or similar) in the front external wall at first floor level adjacent to the principal reception room of the property.  The mechanically driven ventilation will be in addition to that provided by trickle vents integral to the secondary glazing provided by HS2 Ltd.  The installation will have minimal external visual impact on the principal front elevation of the historic building.  Atlhough the fan element of the unit will be installed though the external wall, it will be positioned just above floor level central to the brick panel between the edge of the pilaster and the window surround, and will be screened by the decorative cast iron balcony screen which will continue to be the dominant feature of the façade.

To fit the mechanical fan unit, a 106mm diameter aperture will be core-drilled through the brickwork, minimising the loss of bricks and with cut lines confined to mortar joints where possible.  A plain metal grille finished in a colour to match the adjacent brickwork will be fitted flush to the external face of the brickwork to reduce visual impact. 

Internally the fan unit will be installed just above floor level within the reception room and will include push button controls to increase or decrease the volume of air entering the building; ventilation rates can be adjusted from 28m3/h to 225m3/h. The device can be turned off when required. The unit is powered using a simple 13amp cable which is routed to the closest 13amp socket. When switched off and during power cuts, the device provides 2882mm2 EA of background ventilation.

	Your proposals may be subject to control under the Building Regulations and/or the London Buildings Acts that cover aspects including fire and emergency escape, access and facilities for people with disabilities and sound insulation between dwellings. 	Noise from demolition and construction works is subject to control under the Control of Pollution Act 1974.  You must carry out any building works that can be heard at the boundary of the site only between 08.00 and 18.00 hours Monday to Friday and 08.00 to 13.00 on Saturday and not at all on Sundays and Public Holidays.  You are advised to consult the Council's Noise and Licensing Enforcement Team, Camden Town Hall, Judd St, Kings Cross, London NW1 2QS  (Tel. No. 020 7974 4444 or search for 'environmental health' on the Camden website or seek prior approval under Section 61 of the Act if you anticipate any difficulty in carrying out construction other than within the hours stated above.



	5 
	A condition of this consent requires that, on completion of the HS2 construction works, the input fan unit (in addition to the secondary glazing) will be removed within 6 months.  The masonry wall made good using salvaged London stock brick to match the existing brick size, colour and appearance, installed using a lime mortar to match existing with joints finished to match adjacent pointing in colour and profile. Internally the wall plaster will be repaired with lime plaster to match the existing and painted to match the existing wall colour.

It is considered that the installation of the input fan unit, external grille and associated components will have minimal temporary visual impact and will be as reversible as possible, causing no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building or to the surrounding conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken for this application by means of a press notice and a site notice, but no responses were received.  Camden Town CAAC was consulted and responded on 15 February 2019 in supporting that it is a sensitive proposal, and raising no objection if the approval is conditioned for temporary installation. The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.




In dealing with the application, the Council has sought to work with the applicant in a positive and proactive way in accordance with paragraph 38 of the National Planning Policy Framework 2019.
