	Reaons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade I listed British Library, completed to the design of Colin St John Wilson and others in the late 1990s. This application is for various internal works to the Paccar Gallery (parts 1 & 2) which is located on the ground floor west of the main entrance.  The works of refurbishment include the formation of a new opening into the exhibition workshops, installation of new partitions, alteration of the ceiling grid and installation of a new lighting track system.  Works not requiring listed building consent comprise the removal of temporary partitioning from the gallery.

A new opening is proposed within Paccar Gallery 2 to improve access to the workshops. The opening will measure 1.3 metres wide x 2.3 metres high and will be created in the existing non-loadbearing brick wall to provide connection to the exhibitions workshop to the north. will improve the suitability of the spaces for hosting exhibitions. To the west of the new opening to divide the Paccar Gallery into parts 1 and 2, a new partition wall be constructed from plywood and painted wallboard to match existing partitions in the Library. These works of reconfiguration will improve the suitability of the spaces for hosting a broader range of exhibitions.

In Paccar Gallery 2, it is proposed to remove the temporary ceiling grid and to install a new light track system. By removing the ceiling grid the gallery will be loftier and more spacious. The exposed coffered slab will provide visual interest and the new track system will provide a more flexible lighting system within the gallery to cater for exhibition needs and improve accessibility for those with visual impairments. 

It is considered that the proposed works are of a minor and reversible nature, and will not cause harm to fabric of historic or architectural significance, nor have a negative visual impact, rather enhance the functionality and accessibility of the Paccar Gallery (parts 1 and 2) in a sensitive and legible manner.  As such, no harm will be caused to the special interest of the grade I listed building.

Consultation was undertaken via a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received.  Historic England authorised the Council to determine the application as it sees fit using its own conservation expertise, in a letter dated 8 January 2019 (and stamped by the Secretary of State on 15 January 2019).  The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
