	Reasons for granting listed building consent (approval of details):

The application site comprises two adjacent early 19th century townhouses in the ownership of the Bedford Estate, which are grade II listed and are situated in the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  They are part of a wider terrace of eighteen brick and stucco fronted houses of four storeys with basements, which were designed by James Burton and built by WE Allen.

This approval of details application addresses condition 2 (Detailed drawings, or samples of materials) and condition 5 (survey of all windows) granted under listed building consent reference 2017/0044/L.

The application addresses condition 2 (detailed drawings, or samples of materials) and condition 5 (survey of all windows) granted under listed building consent reference 2017/0044/L dated 10/05/2017 for replacement windows to front elevation and associated internal alterations in association with change of use from hotel (Class C1) to 6 x flats (Class C3)).

Condition 2 requires detailed drawings, or samples of materials as appropriate, in respect of the following, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority before the relevant part of the work is begun:

a) All types of new internal door including jib doors, shown in the context of their installation, with fully annotated plan/section/elevation drawings at a minimum scale of 1:10.

c) All types of new secondary glazing installation with fully annotated plan/section/elevation drawings at a minimum scale of 1:10. 

d) Details of all new extract fans/boiler flues to be fitted on external elevations showing general design, dimensions, materials, finishes and colour (product information and fully annotated plans/sections/elevations at a minimum 

e) Details including fully annotated plan and section drawings at a minimum scale of 1:5 of typical fire and noise compartmentation (as applicable) between flats and around means of escape (which should avoid the removal of or screening of historic features).

f) Details including written method statements of any brickwork repairs including repointing (if applicable). 

Condition 5 requires a condition survey of all windows proposed for replacement shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority before the relevant part of the work commences.

The requirements of Condition 2 (a), 2 (c), 2 (d), 2 (e), 2 (f) and Condition 5 have been satisfactorily met, and officers are satisfied that no harm will be caused to the special interest of the grade II listed buildings.

No consultation was necessary for this application.  The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.

	You are reminded that condition 2 (b) which requires fully annotated drawings at a minimum scale of 1:10 of new windows, including new fanlights and sliding timber sash windows on the front elevation of the terrace) of listed building consent ref 2017/0044/L granted on 10/05/2017 is outstanding and requires details to be submitted and approved.

Notwithstanding the requirements of condition 2 (b), it is noted that it is the applicant's intention to retain and refurbish the fanlight above the front entrance door to No 23 Montague Street.  As such, it will not be necessary to cover this element when meeting condition 2 (b).




In dealing with the application, the Council has sought to work with the applicant in a positive and proactive way in accordance with paragraph 38 of the National Planning Policy Framework 2019.
