I have taken a look at the submitted information which seeks the Installation of 12 x antennas, 2 x 0.3m dishes, 6 x cabinets and associated ancillary works.

The applicant has submitted plans and elevations for the installation but they have not submitted any official technical data for the install. 
According to the report of the Independent Expert Group on Mobile Phones (Stewart Report) the balance of evidence to date suggests that exposures to radio frequency radiation below National Radiological Protection Board and International commission on Non-Ionizing Radiation Protection guidelines do not cause a general risk to the health of people living near to base stations.  There would therefore be no justification for refusing this application on health grounds.

The installation is acceptable and the data can be submitted under condition.

The applicant should submit a statement to the affect that the equipment when operational will meet the guidelines
