	An owner/occupier objected on the following grounds:

1. Objection to additional dwellings along an already overcrowded terrace;

2. Associated noise pollution for rear gardens/terraces use and occupiers entering leaving premises;
3. Overfull bins that overflow into the street, which is unsightly and unpleasant. General lack of care and attention to the vicinity by some neighbours;

4. Limited number of parking spaces outside the terrace and therefore object to any application that would make this worse

Officer’s Response:
1. In respect to the building itself and wider area, it is considered that the scale and extent of the works including provision of additional housing would not be overdevelopment or cause adverse strain to the vicinity.
2. It is not considered that the proposal would lead to a material increase in these impacts. 
3. The application is subject to a condition to secure further details of waste and recycling facilities.
4. This application is granted subject to a S106 legal agreement to secure the new residential units as car-free. This is in order to decrease congestion (including parking) and to promote more sustainable means of transport within the borough.
