	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

Friends House was built circa 1927 to the design of Hubert Lidbetter who won the RIBA bronze medal for "best building erected in London". The building is remarkable because of its steel construction, clad in brown brick with Portland stone dressings.

The basement level has been the subject of refurbishment and modernisation over time. The basement has historically been fitted out with a commercial kitchen and restaurant / cafeteria space. It is believed that the most recent refurbishment took place in the 1990's prior to the listing. 

These proposals involve the lower ground floor in an area considered to be of low architectural or historic significance.  There is no apparent evidence of historic finishes or joinery in the location of the proposed works.

The scheme involves the removal of a glazed screen installed in the early 1990's and the creation of a flexible meeting/ restaurant space. The works are not considered to harm the significance of the listed Friends House and the scheme is supported.

The works are internal and public consultation was not required for this application. The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
