DESIGN
[bookmark: _GoBack]Following the refurbishment and alterations currently taking place to the dwelling following previous approval we have now considered the front boundary. The front elevation of the dwelling is predominantly symmetrical and so our design for the front boundary treatment and adjusted vehicular pavement crossing continues this theme. The new boundary is deemed necessary as our client was assaulted in the street close to his property recently whilst with his wife and daughter. The design and proportions of the brick piers have been led by the existing original decorative piers on the front façade resulting in a homogeneous design with the original property. The design of the bricks, black steel railings and reconstituted stone copings are in keeping with many properties along Redington Road and in the near vicinity a few of which are illustrated below:
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USE
The property is to remain as a single family residence and the proposed alterations will enhance the quality of life and security for the residents. 

AMOUNT
The proposals are for alterations to the front boundary and pavement crossings.

SCALE
This proposed front boundary design is of domestic scale and does not seek to alter the overall scale of the property or front garden.

LANDSCAPING
The proposal allows for two car parking spaces, one to each side with a central pedestrian access to the front door bounded by planted raised beds. The front boundary treatment now reflects both the railings and wall design principles of no. 57 whilst also picking up on the brickwork detailing on the front elevation of the property. The existing Bay tree to no. 59 and the existing Yew tree to no. 61 act to soften the symmetry of the proposed design.

ACCESS
Both vehicular and pedestrian access to the property remains from Redington Road via the vehicular and pedestrian gates set in the new front brick piers and walls with railings. There are slight adjustments to the pavement crossovers where we propose to reset the existing granite sets in accordance with the new rationalized front garden design. 
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
