The Council has considered your application and decided to refuse listed building consent for the following reason(s):

Reason(s) for Refusal

	1
	The proposed internal alterations to the self-contained first-floor flat comprising the part removal of the central spinal wall and the installation of new partitioning, fixtures and fittings in the front room, due to their impact on the historic plan form and on historic fabric will cause harm to the special architectural and historic interest of the listed building, contrary to policy D1 (Design) and policy D2 (Heritage) of the Camden Local Plan 2017. 



	2
	The proposed installation of triple-glazed sealed units to the first-floor front sash windows, due to their design, detailing, glazing and resultant profiles, will disrupt the uniformity of fenestration on the host building and adjacent properties in the terrace, harming o the special interest of the host listed building, the setting of adjacent listed buildings, and the character and appearance of the conservation area, contrary to policy D1 (Design) and policy D2 (Heritage) of the Camden Local Plan 2017.

	Please note that there may be acceptable ways of sensitively adapting and upgrading the internal arrangements of the first-floor self-contained flat, subject to detailed design considerations.  You may wish to make a pre-application inquiry to the Council, ahead of the formal submission of a further listed building consent application for internal alterations.

	Please note that the thermal and acoustic upgrade of the two existing first-floor sash windows in the front elevation by means of the installation of internal secondary glazing may be acceptable subject to detailed design.  You are advised to contact HS2 Ltd with regard to the current offer for noise mitigation measures to windows in eligible properties in close proximity to the route of the planned railway into Euston.  Alternatively, you may wish make a pre-application inquiry to the Council, ahead of the formal submission of a further listed building consent application for internal secondary glazing.



	3 
	Please note that the two existing first-floor metal casement windows in the rear elevation are non-original features which do not contribute to the special interest of the grade II listed building.  Their replacement with windows more in keeping with the historic building may be acceptable subject to detailed design, as is the installation of internal secondary glazing either in conjunction with the existing windows or with replacement windows.  You may wish to make a pre-application inquiry to the Council, ahead of the formal submission of further planning and listed building applications as appropriate for replacement windows and/or internal secondary glazing.




In dealing with the application, the Council has sought to work with the applicant in a positive and proactive way in accordance with paragraph 38 of the National Planning Policy Framework 2019.
