	Summary of representations 

(Officer response(s) in italics)


	The occupiers of nos. 58 and 56 Fleet Road have objected to the application on the following grounds:

a) Enough football/netball/play facilities in vicinity therefore this is an unnecessary development.

b) Noise pollution from floodlighting

c) Unsuitable proposed adult use given this is a primary school children facility

d) Security

e) Conservation area

f) Privately owned flats

Officer response:
a) The current site is in a poor condition and it is not used to its maximum capacity and this proposal would facilitate this, in line with policy C2 of Camden Local Plan 2017.
b) The proposed flood lights have been specifically designed to not cause harmful light pollution to the neighbouring occupiers, in line with the  European standards  BS EN 12193:2007 Light and lighting and The institution of Lighting Professionals.
c) The use of the site by Fleet school children and Camden Centre for Learning would be a priority and would include before and after school clubs, The daily mile, School’s football teams training, holiday programmes. Furthermore, several groups had interest in the facility outside school ours such as Hampstead FC, Kentish Town Football Academy, Camden football development programme, Aresnal FC  all focused on youth programmes. 5A Side pitch hire would provide bookings for adults after work times. 
d) The site would have a facility management contractor who will have a staff presence onsite outside the school hours during community usage hours, which is considered to provide a high level of security.

e) The proposals are considered to preserve and enhance the character and appearance of the conservation area. 

f) The ownership of the adjoining premises does not represent a planning consideration. 
The occupiers at nos. 6 Oak House Maitland Park Villas, 6a Roderick Road, 21 Nassington Road, 20 Fleet Road, 85 Parkhill Road, 11 Heathcorte Point, 8 Lisburne Roud, 28 Shirlock Road have submitted letters of support in relation to the proposed development on the following grownds:

· Community and disable access combined with high quality sporting facilities would be a great benefit
· Children have enjoyed this space and they will continue to do so 

· This play space is part  of the strategy to address healthy lifestyle and child obesity in Camden

· Need for pitches within the area

· Well positioned and safe space

· This would promote regular exercise sessions 

· The current state of the pitch is dangerous and unacceptable and this proposal would provide an accessible and affordable facility for the community

· The upgrade is an untapped resource for the community and also would be a way to generate valuable income for the schools.

·  The proposed renovation is in line with Camden Local plan policies

· The plans have taken into account possible effects on neighbours and are sympathetic to their concerns. 

Sport of England submitted a letter of support in relation to the proposed development in relation to the following:
· The proposed AGP has been designed in accordance with The FA Guide to 3G Football Turf Pitch Design Principles and Layouts. 

· It is understood that a management and maintenance plan including sink fund would be drafted and the facility would be available for community use outside school hours. This can be secured by a Community Use Agreement.

· It is considered to meet Sport England objective to provide facilities.
