	Summary of representations 

(Officer response(s) in italics)


	The owner/occupier of No’s 56 Fleet Road has objected to the application on the following grounds:

1. The proposed wooden fencing will not allow space for maintenance of the existing foliage 
2. The wooden fencing has to be finished properly 

3. No details regarding the managers office height and construction

4. No 56 Flee Road does not have foliage on the existing fencing and the wooden fence behind the mesh fencing is contrary to the ‘Right of Light’ of the occupiers. 

5. Light pollution caused to the neighbouring occupiers as no study took place on the proposed lighting.

6. Noise caused by football players, ball hitting the fencing and from using the ramp.

7. No ecology survey.

Officer response:

1. The existing vegetation along the boundary with the school is growing from the residential rear gardens and therefore it is the occupiers responsibility to maintain it. Given that the vegetation extends into the School’s courtyard, the School has the right to trim it back to the boundary line. The proposed wooden barrier would sit on metal pillars in front of the brick wall and chain link trellis and would extend up to a height of 4m. Due to its position and design this would allow space to trim back the vegetation on the chain link trellis. 

2. The wooden fence would be vacuum/pressure treated to comply with treatment codes as detailed in the Tanalith specifications provided with this application. 

3. The location and details of the managers office has been assessed under the parent planning application 2017/7021/P dated 25/05/2018. This would have a height of 2.4m.
4. “Right of Light” is not a material planning consideration, but loss of light is. The assessment as part of the parent planning application of the position of the wooden barrier took into account the location of the residential buildings along Fleet Road. No. 56 has at the rear a brick wall of 2.5m in height. The proposed wooden barrier would extend by 1.6m in addition to this, which is not considered to cause harmful loss of light to the residential amenity of no. 56.

5. The impact of the floodlights into the amenity of the residential buildings along Fleet Road, was assessed as part of the parent planning application 2017/7021/P dated 25/05/2018, supported by the documents Fleet Primary School Artificial Turf Pitch SSL 2123 Dated 20/03/2017 and Philips Lighting OptiFlood - MVP506.
6. The fencing of the football pitch was assessed as part of the parent planning application and this would be designed to ensure that no harmful noise would be caused by the ball hitting it. 

A condition 8 requires a Noise Management plan for the football pitch. This would be discharged in due course. 

 The ramp would be designed to ensure that no harmful noise would be caused when used, in line with Sound testing info dwg D00024-30 and Dualtech rebound specifications. 

7. The vegetation from the residential gardens overhanging the school pitch does not hold significant ecological value to require an ecological survey.
