	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application is for two chimneypieces to be installed in the front and rear ground floor reception rooms within the grade I listed townhouse, which dates from circa 1792-94 and was built to the designs of Robert and James Adam.  The property is situated on the east side of Fitzroy Square within the Fitzroy Square Conservation Area.  Since 1995, the building has been owned and occupied by the Georgian Group as its offices.

This application is pursuant to listed building consent ref 2016/4680/L, which was granted on 20 October 2016 for the installation of a chimneypiece in the ground floor entrance hall, with work being completed in February 2017.  The front and rear reception rooms have lost their original chimneypieces and currently contain simple modern timber surrounds of no historic significance.  Their proposed replacements seek to follow the dimensions and proportions of the original chimneypieces which are understood to have been identical, serving a dining room at the front and an ante room at the rear.  

The use of plain white marble conforms to the hierarchy of spaces within the townhouse.  The proposed detailing is simpler than would be found in the grander first floor reception rooms: the front room surround has carved motifs in the corners and fluting in the jambs and lintel, whilst the rear room surround has the same motifs in the corners but plain recessed panels in the jambs and lintel. 

The application seeks to reinstate important architectural components in a scholarly fashion, thereby enhancing the significance of principal ground floor rooms within the historic building. The proposed works will therefore cause no harm to the special interest of the grade I listed building.

Public consultation was undertaken by way of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received.  Historic England was consulted, and responded on 2 July 2019, authorising the Council to determine as it sees fit (the letter was stamped by the Secretary of State on 16 July 2019).  The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.

No 020 7974 4444) .  Licences and authorisations need to be sought in advance of proposed works.  Where development is subject to a Construction Management Plan (through a requirement in a S106 agreement), no licence or authorisation will be granted until the Construction Management Plan is approved by the Council.
