	Summary of representations 


	Two objections were received, the objections can be summarised as:
1. The rear of the site faces onto residential properties, the air conditioning system and the extraction system will blow odours directly towards the houses behind

2. There are already many restaurants and cafeterias in Hampstead, concern over noise and disturbance from change of use

Officer comment in regards to points 1-2 above: The applicant has submitted details related to odour abatement, which meet the Council’s environmental health officer has confirmed are acceptable in relation to the Councils standards. The change of use complies with the Council’s policies relating to town centre uses. There is no upper limit of A3 uses within the Hampstead Town centre. It is also noted that the mixed use A1/A3 café/bakery is unlikely to cause as much noise and disturbance as a restaurant Use class A3. This is largely due to the operating hours which are conditioned to be from 07:00 – 19:00
