	No lights, meter boxes, flues, vents or pipes, and no telecommunications equipment, alarm boxes, television aerials, satellite dishes or rooftop 'mansafe' rails shall be fixed or installed on the external face of the buildings. 

Reason: To safeguard the appearance of the premises and the character of the immediate area in accordance with the requirements of policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy and policy D1 [and D2 if in CA] of the London Borough of Camden Local Plan 2017.

	Reasons for granting planning permission (delegated):

The application site is the Athletics Track Pavilion on Parliament Hill Fields, which is in the ownership of the City of London Corporation.  The building was designed and built by the London County Council in 1939, a year after the nearby grade II listed Parliament Hill Lido.  Although the Pavilion is not listed in its own right, it forms a pair with the Lido architecturally, and it is understood to be designed by the same LCC architects, HA Rowbotham & TL Smithson.

The application proposals are for the removal of the non-original aluminium windows lighting the changing rooms and their replacement with double-glazed steel windows.

The current single-glazed aluminium windows were installed circa 1974, when the front façade was structurally strengthened by the insertion of brick pillars.  The windows are now coming to the end of their life and the City of London Corporation wishes to replace them with new windows with improved thermal performance, which are more sympathetic to the architectural design of the building.

It is therefore proposed to install double-glazed W20 section steel windows with traditional glazing bars to match the remaining original window frames of the cafeteria.  Although the production of W20 sections only commenced in the 1950s, they are considered to be a good match for the original 1930s steel sections.  The windows will have a white finish to match the surviving cafeteria windows.  No structural changes are proposed, and the windows will be fitted in the existing openings and hardwood frames.

The proposed works, which will both restore the building envelope and improve thermal performance, are considered to be in keeping with the architectural character of the host building.  They will have no impact on amenity or on Hampstead Heath as designated open space in the Local Plan and as Metropolitan Open Land.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, and a number of local amenity groups including the Heath and Hampstead Society and the Dartmouth Park Neighbourhood Forum were consulted.  However, no consultation responses were received.  The site's planning history was taken into account when making this decision.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and A1 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
