	Reasons for granting listed building consent (delegated):

This application is for the reinstatement of the supporting brickwork wall to the historic boundary railings, pursuant to listed building consent ref 2019/0068/L granted on 04/03/2019 for temporary dismantling, storage and reinstatement of boundary railings to allow for installation of a water supply trunk main in connection with the construction of the HS2 railway, which was approved under the High Speed Rail (London - West Midlands) Act 2017.

Gloucester Gate Lodge and its railings are located on the north side of Gloucester Gate, close to the junction with Albany Street and to the south of Gloucester Gate Bridge, within the Regent's Park Conservation Area.  The railings are located immediately behind the pavement on the north side of Gloucester Gate bounding Regent's Park, so are a prominent feature in the streetscape. 

The route of the diverted main passes beneath the grade II listed garden railings to Gloucester Gate Lodge on the north side of Gloucester Gate. Approval has been granted for a section of the railings and their supporting masonry to be temporarily removed, to facilitate the installation of the new water main to be installed, with the railings and supporting masonry reinstated on completion of the works.  An assessment of the condition of the dismantled bricks and coping stones has been undertaken by PAYE pursuant to the approval to determine the number of replacements required. It has been found that the existing bricks which are non-original and have cementitious mortar joints are likely to date from the mid-20th century; as such they are in poor condition and are unsuitable for reuse.  Following a site visit, the Council's conservation officer has agreed the brick samples and method of reinstatement of the brickwork, which is of a purely structural nature and not visible as it is below ground level.  It is proposed to use Medium Multi C02 bricks from the Handmade Imperial Rubber Range manufactured by Lambs Bricks, in conjunction with a lime-rich mortar mix using Leighton Buzzard fine sharp sand and St Astier lime with a flush, slightly recessed joint for all new pointing work.

It is considered that the proposed works are necessary for the long-term stability of the supporting wall, and will cause no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building or to the surrounding conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken for this application by means of a press notice and a site notice, but no responses were received.  Regent's Park CAAC was consulted but did not respond.  The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
