	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade I listed British Library, which was completed to the design of Colin St John Wilson and others in the late 1990s.   The site is not situated in a conservation area, although it is adjacent to the Bloomsbury and King's Cross St Pancras Conservation Areas.

The application proposals are for the provision of improved inclusive access from the Piazza to Main Entrance of the British Library and include a new ramp, steps, handrails, balustrades and terraces.

The existing ramped steps running east-west across the Library's entrance frontage which are part of the 1980s design no longer meet access standards.  This is particularly due to the wide goings, which have caused a high number of trips and falls.  As a result, the area has become cluttered with the addition of concrete planters, ad hoc signage and handrails since the building opened in 1998.

The proposed works stem from a feasibility study and concept design completed in 2015, and incorporate the recommendations of an inclusive access review report produced by David Bonnett Associates in 2016.  The scheme has been subject of pre-application discussions with Historic England and the Council.

The remodelling works aim to create a more legible and accessible entrance to the British Library.  They comprise the construction in front of the main entrance of a row of four sets of steps, each with three risers incorporating visual and tactile markings, plus handrails at more frequent intervals with LED lighting in the baluster plinth. At the western end, the provision of a new ramp at a 1:12 gradient and a pair of steps will allow those arriving from Ossulston Street, including the seven disabled parking spaces, more direct access to the front door; the detailed design will complement that of the ramp erected at the eastern end in 2014 and will include handrails with LED lighting in the plinths.  Eastern and western terraces will also be created at the upper level, bounded by balustrading, which will act as meeting spaces and gathering points adjacent to the main entrance.

The materials specified for the remodelling works have been carefully selected to match and complement the existing building and the piazza. Materials and finishes will include French Hauteville limestone pavers, Accrington wire-cut red clay brick pavers, bronze handrails, and black painted galvanized steel balusters. New tactile paving will be made from red clay brick to match the existing pavers.  Flame textured Royken granite will be used for visual markings on the front edge of the step risers.  The palette of materials will patinate so that with time they will blend with the existing building envelope and piazza finishes.  Samples of all materials and components have been inspected and confirmed as suitable for the project by the Historic England Inspector and the Council's Conservation Officer.

Although the proposed works involve the removal of the existing wide expanse of entrance steps, the design has been carefully developed to respect and appreciate the architecture and setting of the British Library building whilst meeting modern access requirements as well as removing visual clutter from the main entrance area.  Moreover, it is considered that there is considerable public benefit from the improved legibility and inclusive access the scheme provides, which will improve user experience and promote social inclusion.  The proposed works are not seen to cause harm to the special interest of the grade I listed building.

	Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received.  Historic England was consulted and authorised the Council to determine the application as it sees fit, in a letter dated 22 August 2019, stamped by the Planning Casework Unit on 02 September 2019).  The site's planning history was taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.

No 020 7974 4444) .  Licences and authorisations need to be sought in advance of proposed works.  Where development is subject to a Construction Management Plan (through a requirement in a S106 agreement), no licence or authorisation will be granted until the Construction Management Plan is approved by the Council.
