	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade II* listed Alexandra and Ainsworth TRA Hall which is situated at upper deck level overlooking the south-eastern end of Alexandra Road Park, and comprising an important component of the concrete megastructure of the Alexandra Road Estate, built to the designs of Neave Brown for Camden Council from 1972-1978.  The site is located within the Alexandra Road Estate Conservation Area.

The proposed works involve replacement of concrete paving slabs to identified areas of the roof, following repairs and replacement of the waterproofing layer which requires the removal and relaying of insulation as the roof has an inverted roof construction.  Due to areas of water ingress through weak points in the existing roof construction, the hall has been underused in recent years.  In addition to wholesale replacement of the defective waterproofing layer, it is proposed to replace like-for-like all the concrete paving slabs on top of the roof for consistency and durability.  It will be necessary to empty planter beds to enable the waterproofing works and to introduce a new planter irrigation system.

It is considered that the proposed roof and paving works will not only improve building performance and durability, but will be in keeping with the design of the TRA Hall, causing no harm its special interest as a grade II* listed building or to the character and appearance of the surrounding conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken for this application by means of a press notice and a site notice, but no responses were received.  The Alexandra and Ainsworth TRA was consulted and responded on 23/10/2019, raising no objection and welcoming the works, which will allow the hall to continue its level of club activity and by preventing water ingress will allow more bookings in the future.  Historic England was consulted and authorised the Council to determine the application as it sees fit in a letter dated 04/11/2019, stamped by the Secretary State on 14/11/2019.

The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
