	Reasons for granting approval of details (listed building):

The application site is a grade II listed mid-19th century three-storey terraced townhouse raised on a basement, which is situated in the Primrose Hill Conservation Area  The property, along with its neighbours, was originally intended to contain a shop in the upper and lower ground floors, but was converted before occupation into a single family dwelling.  The house is set back from the street behind a lightwell and railings, and is constructed from brick with stucco dressings and has a slate-covered roof behind the front parapet.

This application is for approval of details with respect to condition 4 (fireplaces) of listed building consent ref 2018/5445/L granted on 31/03/2019 for internal and external refurbishment works including alterations to rear fenestration. The property was last updated in the 1970s and is in need of some restoration and updating. The proposed works aim to reinstate historic features including missing chimneypieces.

It is considered that the proposed chimney piece details are in keeping with the period and style of the property in terms of their dimensions, proportions, materials, detailed design, scale and their location within the property. The proposed works therefore cause no harm to its special interest as a grade II listed building.

No public consultation was necessary for this application for approval of details.  The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
