	Reasons for granting listed building consent (delegated):

The site comprises the entrance hallway and front facing room of No 60 Russell Square which is grade II listed and situated within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area. The building forms a group with 8  terraced houses, built together by James Burton in c.1800-03. 

Nos 59 and 60 were amalgamated in the late-1960s and converted into offices, no. 60 was considerably altered, particularly with the removal of the principal staircase, insertion of a lift and new partition walls, and the relocation of doorways. As a result, most internal architectural features of No 60 were considerably adapted or are modern pastiche. 

The applicant wishes to remove the late-twentieth-century flat-arched opening and the existing infill, top-light and doorcase within it; the construction of a wall with a 1.8m wide by 2.1m high double hinged door with architraves on both sides to match the existing doors; the installation of new dado rail and skirting on the proposed wall to match the existing finishes in the reception room; the installation of a frameless glazed double door with sidelights and fanlight above to form an entrance vestibule within the entrance hall; the installation of cornices around the down-stand of the proposed vestibule door to match the existing cornice in the entrance hall; and the relocation of the existing ceiling rose to the proposed vestibule. No external works are proposed.

Any works other than those specifically mentioned in the consented drawings are unauthorised. If further works are found to be needed, the permission of the council's conservation team must be obtained in writing, or further listed building consent may be required. 

The proposed works will not harm the special interest of the grade II listed building.

The site's planning history has been taken into account in making this decision.  No comments from the public were received, as the proposals are internal only and so do not require public consultation.

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the NPPF.

	This approval does not authorise the use of the public highway.  Any requirement to use the public highway, such as for hoardings, temporary road closures and suspension of parking bays, will be subject to approval of relevant licence from the Council's Streetworks Authorisations & Compliance Team London Borough of Camden 5 Pancras Square c/o Town Hall, Judd Street London WC1H 9JE  (Tel. No 020 7974 4444) .  Licences and authorisations need to be sought in advance of proposed works.  Where development is subject to a Construction Management Plan (through a requirement in a S106 agreement), no licence or authorisation will be granted until the Construction Management Plan is approved by the Council.
