1 Reason for granting approval:
An updated bat survey has been submitted as more than 12 months has

elapsed since the date of the last approved survey in June 2017 and the
commencement of development.
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The submitted report has been reviewed by Wild London (acting on behalf of
the Council) who confirm that the survey provides sufficient information and no
further work is required as long as construction commences in the next
18months. If not, a repeat survey will be required.

The full impact of the proposed development has already been assessed. The
proposed details would not have a harmful impact on the appearance of the
host buildings and streetscene, on the character of the conservation area or on
neighbouring amenity.

One comment has been received which is not relevant to the current approval
of details application and as such, is not a material planning consideration.

As such, the submitted details are in general accordance with Policy A3 of the
Camden Local Plan 2017 and it is recommended that the condition be
discharged.
