	The works hereby permitted shall be begun not later than the end of three years from the date of this consent.

Reason: In order to comply with the provisions of Section 18 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990.

	The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the following approved plans: 

Site Location Plan & Other Documents;  Photo Montage Proposed Works to South Elevation;  British Transport Police Combined Wayleave Document; Civils Network Combined Chambers Details Sheet; Design and Access & Heritage Statement.

Reason: In order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest of the building in accordance with the requirements of policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017.

	All new work and work of making good shall be carried out to match the existing adjacent work as closely as possible in materials and detailed execution.

	On completion of the installation of the external conduit, the conservation officer shall be invited to make a site inspection to assess the visual impact of the galvanised metal finish on the brick elevation.  If seen fit, the conservation officer will confirm in writing to the applicant that the conduit shall be painted black.

	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade II listed Camden Road Railway Station built to the design of Edwin Henry Horne in 1870, and situated in the Jeffrey's Street Conservation Area.

The proposed works comprise the installation of internet cabling externally to the south elevation facing Bonny Street and internally at first-floor level to serve existing offices used by British Transport Police.  The design details have been developed following pre-application advice from the Council.

The cabling will be routed vertically up the south elevation from a below-pavement chamber in a 20mm diameter galvanised metal conduit fixed within in a set-back on the south wall.  The conduit will continue in a flexible conduit over the parapet onto the flat roof at first-floor level which abuts the westbound platform staircase from the station ticket hall.  It will then enter the first floor office rooms discreetly through the masonry wall, which is an area of secondary importance out of public view.  The cabling will be carried in a void over the existing suspended ceiling to the cabinet in the communications room, ensuring it will not be visible within the existing office spaces.

At pre-application stage it was agreed that the external sections of conduit shall be installed with a galvanised metal finish.  Upon completion, the conservation officer will make an inspection on site to assess how the colour and finish blend with the historic brickwork of the south elevation (taking into account the metallic finish will dull down with weathering).  If seen fit, the conservation officer will confirm in writing to the applicant that the conduit shall be painted black to reduce its visual impact on the listed building and surrounding conservation area. The matter is subject of a condition attached to this approval.

It is considered that the installation of the cabling and associated works will have minimal visual impact and be of a reversible nature both internally and externally, causing no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building or to the character and appearance of the surrounding conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and press notice, but no responses were received.  The Jeffrey's Street Conservation Area Advisory Committee was consulted, but chose not to respond. The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.

	This approval does not authorise the use of the public highway.  Any requirement to use the public highway, such as for hoardings, temporary road closures and suspension of parking bays, will be subject to approval of relevant licence from the Council's Streetworks Authorisations & Compliance Team London Borough of Camden 5 Pancras Square c/o Town Hall, Judd Street London WC1H 9JE  (Tel. No 020 7974 4444) .  Licences and authorisations need to be sought in advance of proposed works.  Where development is subject to a Construction Management Plan (through a requirement in a S106 agreement), no licence or authorisation will be granted until the Construction Management Plan is approved by the Council.
