	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

This retrospective application affects the four grade II listed 19th century former stable buildings situated in Stables Market - Chalk Farm Stable, Provender Store, Tack Room and Long Stable - all falling within the Regent's Canal Conservation Area.  

The proposed works comprise the installation of simple cast-iron wall brackets to hold planters under the stone cills and over the timber cills to a number of windows in each building.  The proposals have been subject of pre-application discussions with officers, resulting in reduced numbers of planters to avoid cluttering the historic facades.  The brackets measure approximately 218mm deep x 150mm high and are screw-fixed to the brick mortar joints.  The planters resting on the brackets are constructed from galvanised steel in a matt black finish, measuring approximately 1200mm long x 200mm deep x 200mm high.

The proposed works are minor and reversible, causing no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed buildings size 218mm deep x 150mm height and the surrounding conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice, and no responses were received. Regent's Canal CAAC was consulted, but did not respond. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
