	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

This application seeks approval for the replacement of an external rear door at ground floor level at the rear of the property for noise mitigation works during the construction of the HS2 railway.

The application site is an upper-ground floor flat situated within a grade II listed building located in the Camden Town Conservation Area. The property is one of a terrace of 11 houses forming part of Mornington Crescent, dating from 1821-32 and built by I Bryant for the Southampton Estate. The houses are built from brick with stucco ornament and slate mansard roofs.

The existing door is modern and situated in a non-original closet wing likely to date from the mid-20th century. A replacement door is proposed to mitigate increased noise levels created by construction of the HS2 railway. The replacement of the door is the optimal way in which to provide noise insulation against the works as there is no viable solution to apply internal secondary glazing to this door. 

The new door will be manufactured from 68mm thick hardwood and will be a side hung traditional-style panelled timber door with 28.4 mm double glazed upper panels. It will be painted to match adjacent brickwork.

The proposed design is intended to meet the functional requirements of reducing noise within the residential property and meeting the environmental requirements specific to the circumstances of this application, whilst minimising the impact on the significance of the heritage asset and minimising inconvenience to the residents.

The proposed replacement door is considered to be in keeping with character of the property, causing no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building or to the surrounding conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken for this application by means of a press notice and a site notice, but no responses were received. Camden Town CAAC was consulted, but chose not to respond. The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
