	Assessment

	The circular ventilation shaft in the middle of the square next to the tube staircase will be extended on its western side to include a small curved retail kiosk, as part of the approved landscaping scheme. A shell will be fitted with metal shopfront and sign zone; a tenant has been appointed to take over this kiosk shell and has supplied details of its internal fit-out, ‘shopfront’ and advertising.

The unit has a long strip of glazed doors and windows facing the canopy linking the shaft and staircase and a zone for signage above. The proposed works do not involve any external works other than within the glazed area. The proposal is to alter some glazed panels to create doors, and instal ‘GIRAFFE KIOSK’ lettering on the approved signage rail. As revised, the internally illuminated letters have been replaced by halo-lit ones on account of the unit’s sensitive location in front of a listed station façade.  
The proposed shopfront and signage is of a high quality design and discreet in siting and size. It will be sympathetic to the approved recladding and reconfiguration of this structure and will be appropriate to the setting of the listed station and overall conservation area.
