Use Classes (as defined by the Town and Country Planning (Use Classes)
Order 1987 (as amended))

The table below is a summary of Use Classes (as defined by the Town and Country
Planning (Use Classes) Order 1987 (as amended))

There are extensive rights to change between Use Classes. Where those rights are
relevant to the consideration of a particular application, they are set out in detail in
the attached Officers’ Reports.

Use Use

class

A1 Shops, retail warehouses, hairdressers, undertakers, travel and

shops ticket agencies, post offices, pet shops, sandwich bars,
showrooms, domestic hire shops, dry cleaners, funeral directors
and internet cafes.

A2 Financial services such as banks and building societies,

financial & professional services (other than health and medical services) and

professional including estate and employment agencies. It does not include

services betting offices or pay day loan shops.

A3 For the sale of food and drink for consumption on the premises -

restaurants &
cafes

restaurants, snack bars and cafes.

A4 Public houses, wine bars or other drinking establishments (but not

drinking night clubs).

establishments

A5 For the sale of hot food for consumption off the premises.

takeaways

B1 Offices (other than those that fall within A2), research and

business development of products and processes, light industry appropriate
in a residential area.

B2 Use for industrial process other than one falling within class B1

general (excluding incineration purposes, chemical treatment or landfill or

industrial hazardous waste).

B8 This class includes open air storage.

distribution

C1 Hotels, boarding and guest houses where no significant element of

hotels care is provided (excludes hostels).

C2 Residential care homes, hospitals, nursing homes, boarding

residential schools, residential colleges and training centres.

Sui Generis

Certain uses do not fall within any use class and are considered
'sui generis'. Such uses include: betting offices/shops, pay day loan
shops, theatres, larger houses in multiple occupation, hostels
providing no significant element of care, scrap yards. Petrol filling
stations and shops selling and/or displaying motor vehicles. Retail
warehouse clubs, nightclubs, launderettes, taxi businesses,
amusement centres and casinos.
