	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade I listed British Museum, situated within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area. The proposed works impact on the space between Gallery 60 and the heavy goods lift, which are currently back-of-house areas within the North Range, which is part of Sir Robert Smirke's original 19th century layout. 

Approval is sought for the installation of an internal fire door in the opening adjacent to the heavy goods lift, located just off Gallery 60. An opening was previously formed at Level 6 through the south wall of the exhibition room (Gallery 60) to connect through to the new lift landing created when a large goods and exhibition lift was constructed in 1867. There are currently no doors in this location and the opening is a designated compartmentation fire line between the Museum's Sector E and Sector D. The current proposal is to install a new fire door within this opening created in the south wall of Gallery 60. This will allow fire compartmentation between the goods lift structure and the Smirke wing. In line with the Museum's Fire Strategy, the door will be constructed from steel giving a 240-minute fire resistance and will providing well-needed compartmentation between different sectors of the Museum, protecting human life as well as the building and its contents.

It is considered that the works are of a reversible nature and will not impact on any historic features, thus causing no harm to the special interest of the grade I listed building. 

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received. Historic England was consulted and responded on 22 April 2020, authorising the Council to determine the application as it sees fit, with the letter stamped by the Secretary of State on 23 April 2020. The site's planning history was taken into account when making this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.

No 020 7974 4444) .  Licences and authorisations need to be sought in advance of proposed works.  Where development is subject to a Construction Management Plan (through a requirement in a S106 agreement), no licence or authorisation will be granted until the Construction Management Plan is approved by the Council.
