	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

This application seeks approval for the replacement of defective gas heating supply pipework by re- routing new pipes around the perimeter of the building and entering at ground floor level to connect to the existing internal pipework risers.

The application property is a Council-owned ground-floor flat situated at the northern end of the middle block of the grade II listed Dunboyne Road Estate.  The Estate was designed by Neave Brown and the Borough Architect's Department for Camden Housing Department in 1965, and built from 1971-77.  The buildings are constructed from concrete blocks with a rendered external finish.

It is necessary to replace the existing heating pipework which circulates hot water around the dwellings on the Estate.  Leaking from the pipes has caused damage to the building fabric.

The pipework is located externally below ground level around the perimeter of the residential block, enters the building via the ground floor concrete slab, and then accesses the upper maisonettes via a service riser adjacent to the internal party wall.  To replace the pipework it will be required to excavate externally and reroute new pipes to minimise disturbance to the interior of the listed building.  It will be necessary to channel the pipework through the existing concrete wall at low level and open up a small section of the internal floor slab so the pipes can run behind existing kitchen units to connect to pipes in the existing service riser serving the upper floor properties.  The new pipework will consist of a 75mm diameter galvanised steel pipe which has been pre-insulated so that it can effectively serve a number of dwellings.

It is considered that the proposed works will have minimal impact on historic fabric, whilst assuring an essential heating supply to residents.  The works will cause no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building.

No public consultation was necessary for this application as the works are of an internal nature only.  The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
