	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application is for external building fabric refurbishment and remedial works, affecting the grade II* listed building occupying the site of 30 Euston Square and 1-9 Melton Street, which falls within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  The property is a good example of an Edwardian office building in the Greek Revival style, which was built 1906-08 and extended in 1923 to the designs of Beresford Pite. Since 2010 it has been the headquarters of the Royal College of General Practitioners and is largely in office and administrative use to support the medical profession.

The proposed works comprise the essential maintenance and redecoration of the timber windows, iron work, lead work and rainwater goods. Conservation-led masonry repairs and stitching to areas of stone and brick on the principal elevations will be undertaken.  The roof will be overhauled, with repairs to the slate roof on a like-for-like basis and cleaning and repairs to gutters.

It is considered the proposed works will restore and upgrade the historic fabric of the building envelope in a sensitive manner, thereby causing no harm to the special interest of the grade II* listed building.

Public consultation was undertaken by way of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received.  Historic England was consulted, and responded on 11 June 2020, authorising the Council determine as it sees fit (the letter was stamped by the Secretary of State on 8 July 2020).  The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
