	1. Introduction
	1.1.1 Planning Conditions: 
The intention for Condition 78-79 is to set a reasonable time frame for the implementation of post-occupancy travel plan measures.  In other travel plans in Camden, as well as in para 3.2.8 in the pre-application version of this travel plan (5 January 2012), this time frame is 6 months after first (not full) occupation, or on reaching 75% occupation, whichever is sooner.  
The Condition is not intended to create indeterminate delay in the event of a development phase being not fully occupied, as this would be inconsistent both with the reasons given for this condition and also the overarching objectives of this travel plan.  
Add a further paragraph stating that Travel Plan Co-ordinator and LB Camden Travel Plan Officer must agree a reasonable schedule for the implementation of travel plan measures should a development phase remain not fully occupied after six months of first occupation.

Transport Assessment data presented in section 4.2 may be used as baseline estimate.  The target of 2% reduction from 35% car mode share is unambitious within the objectives of this travel plan.  Set ambitious car mode share target.

5.2.2 Aim Type Targets:  Provide modal split percentage targets for each transport mode.  Include baseline estimates for modal split, as well as year 1 and 3 interim targets.  Discuss how Transport Assessment data presented in section 4.2 is used to create a baseline estimate.  If car mode estimate is near 26% or 35% (Table 4-4 - Expected residential mode split), the target of 2% reduction is not sufficiently ambitious for the objectives of this travel plan.  The car mode share target needs to be set substantially closer to the Camden average for travel to work journeys.

7.2.1 Active Travel: “Cycle facilities … will be made available” not “should be made available”;
Describe cycle facilities (see also comments 4.1 above).  

7.2.4 For the avoidance of doubt, refer to “residential spaces” under Parking Controls, or delete bulleted paragraph.
Motorcycle parking cannot be considered separately since the term ‘car-free’ relates equally to cars and motorcycles. The respective paragraph must be taken out of the travel plan.  

7.3.3 It is not clear why car park access is included in the Initial Substantial Review when Condition 74 of the planning permission states “No parking spaces shall be provided at any time within the development.”  Explain, rephrase or delete this section.
