The garden shed is an existing recently erected structure, measuring 3.2m x 4.5m x 2.5m high, and set back from the boundary fences by 0.7m on all sides. The dwellinghouse benefits from an existing extension and is within Dartmouth Park conservation area.
The householder technical guidance document that accompanies the GPDO clarifies

how height is measured when assessing development:

 “Height” - (for example, the heights of the eaves on a house extension) is the height measured from ground level. (Note- ground level is the surface of the ground immediately adjacent to the building in question, and would not include any addition laid on top of the ground such as decking. Where ground level is not uniform (for example if the ground is sloping), then the ground level is the highest part of the surface of the ground next to the building.) 

The building would be no more than 2.5 metres when measured from the highest point of the existing ground level closest to the building, in accordance with the requirements of Class E.1 (e).

Assessment against Class E of Part 1 of Schedule 2 to the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015, to whether it is permitted development or require planning permission is demonstrated below.
