components stored as a 
flat pack when not in use

fabric strips in a range of colours and patterns 
provide shade and give each structure its own 
unique identity, contributing to the wider visual 

identity of Drummond Street

components are assembled on 
site into 1 x 2m base modules and 

moved into position

clear polycarbonate 
panels

clear polycarbonate 
panels can be connected 
to columns internally 
to enable protective 
screening where needed

400mm wide strips of fabric are 
securely clipped and woven around 
roof framing elements, emphasising 
the geometry and depth of the ceiling; 
fabric can be easily taken down for 
cleaning and re-attached as needed
