	Summary of representations 


	  One objection is summarised as:
1. The proposal for high-density low-quality accommodation is unacceptable. The existing house was built to good standards in the nineteenth century.  Multiple occupation would be a deterioration, becoming a 'slum' property that would not fit well with the health aims of the ground-floor pharmacy.  Moreover, the loss of family accommodation is contrary to Camden's housing policies.
2. The Basement is not included in this application but the plan proposed a future small residential unit

3. Need to for D&A statement, geographical site map, internal elevations,  
Officer response to 1-5 above:
1. In terms of Policy H10 regarding Housing with shared facilities, this proposal complies with criteria (a) and (b) as there is only one self-contained home on site at present, and no housing allocation or permission. The proposal would comply with the relevant House in Multiple Occupation (HMO) space standards as required by clause (c). The shared kitchen would be 11.6sqm which is over the 11sqm minimum requirement for a HMO shared by 6-10 people. The living area would be 9.96sqm which is considered to comply with the 10sqm requirement. The single bedrooms would be over the minimum 9sqm and the double bedrooms would be over the minimum 11sqm requirement.
2. This future residential unit is no longer being applied for. It is now additional ancillary retail space.
3. There are no external alterations proposed therefore no D&A statement is required; the assessment can be done using the scaled floor plans; a site location plan has been provided; internal elevations are not necessary for the assessment.
