	Reasons for granting approval of details (listed building): 

This application is to clear Condition 4 (d) of Listed Building Consent ref 2017/3280/L which requires full details of replacement fireplaces.

It is noted that the existing fireplaces are non original and have no architectural or historic interest in their current context. The replacement fireplaces are considered appropriate in design, scale, location and materials. 

The proposed works are not considered to harm the special interest of the grade I listed building and as such the proposal is supported.

No responses were received as a result of the public consultation through a press notice and a site notice. Historic England were not required to be consulted in this instance as this application relates to an approval of details for a listed building. The site's planning history has been taken into account in making this decision.

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013
