LICENCE

THIS DEED made the       day of               2020  BETWEEN THE  MAYOR  AND  BURGESSES  OF  THE  LONDON  BOROUGH  OF  CAMDEN of Town Hall Judd Street London WC1H  9LP ("the Landlord") of the first part and THE LONDON COMMUNITY CHURCH a registered charity number: 292014  of 14 Dersingham Road Cricklewood London NW2 1SL (hereinafter referred to as "the Tenant") of the second part and SHADI MALEKI of Flat A, 176 Haverstock Hill, NW3 2AL   ("the Assignee") of the third part 

WHEREAS:-

(1)
By a Lease (herein referred to as “the Lease”) dated the 14th day of March 2012 made between the Landlord on the one part and  KWANG- HYUN NOH (the original Tenant) on the other part the Landlord demised all that premises consisting of the ground floor lock up shop and basement known as 289 Finchley Road London NW3 6ND  in the London Borough of Camden (the “Demised Premises”) unto the Tenant for a term of 15 YEARS  commencing on the 24th day of June 2011 at the initial yearly rent of  nineteen thousand five hundred pounds (£19,500) subject to the Tenant’s covenants and the conditions contained therein

(2)
The Lease contains (inter alia) a covenant on the part of the Tenant  not to assign the demised premises without the prior written consent of the Landlord and upon any assignment:-

(i)
the Assignee shall enter into a covenant with the Landlord to observe and perform the covenants and conditions contained in the Lease during the residue of the said term and 

(ii)
the Tenant shall enter into a covenant with the Landlord as surety for the Assignee 

(3)
The Tenant desires to assign all his estate and interest in the Demised Premises to the Assignee  and has requested the consent of the Landlord for such assignment  
(4)
The Landlord (in whom the reversion immediately expectant on the determination of the Lease remains vested) has agreed to accede to the request of the Tenant subject to the Tenant and the Assignee entering into the covenants on their part hereinafter contained 

NOW THIS DEED WITNESSETH AS FOLLOWS:

1.
In consideration of the covenants on the part of the Tenant and the Assignee hereinafter contained the Landlord hereby grants to the Tenant licence to assign unto the Assignee the Demised Premises for the residue of the term created by the Lease PROVIDED THAT this consent shall not be deemed to be consent under any statute and regulations relating to town and country planning AND PROVIDED that the licence and consent hereby granted shall terminate if the said assignment has not been completed by the expiration of two months from the date hereof 

2.
The Assignee hereby covenants with the Landlord that as from the date of completion of the assignment hereby permitted and thenceforth during the residue of the term granted by the Lease and any continuation or extension thereof whether by statute or otherwise the Assignee will pay the rents reserved by the Lease and observe and perform the covenants on the part of the Tenant therein contained 

3.
The Tenant hereby covenants with the Landlord (for such time as the term granted by the Lease shall remain vested in the Assignee):-


(i)
In the manner set forth in the Schedule hereto substituting the words "the Tenant" for "the Guarantor" where they appear 


(ii)
As often as need be to inform the Landlord in writing of the current address at which the Landlord may serve upon the Tenant Notice pursuant to Section 17 of The Landlord and Tenant (Covenants) Act 1995 or any re-enactment or amendment thereof and further covenants to indemnify the Landlord for any loss incurred by the Landlord as a result of the Tenant's failure to keep the Landlord so informed
THE SCHEDULE

1. That if the Assignee shall make default in payment of the rents reserved by the Lease or any part thereof at the times therein fixed for payment or in observing or performing the covenants and conditions therein contained or any of them the Guarantor will pay the rents and observe or perform the covenants or conditions in respect whereof the Assignee shall be in default as aforesaid notwithstanding any time or indulgence granted by the Landlord to the Assignee or that the contractual term thereof shall have ended and the Assignee is holding over or any extension or continuance of the term whether by statute or otherwise or that the Assignee may have ceased to exist or that the terms of the Lease may have been varied by agreement or that the Assignee shall have surrendered part of the Demised Premises in which event the liability of the Guarantor shall continue in respect of the part of the Demised Premises not so surrendered after making any necessary apportionments under Section 140 of the Law of Property Act 1925 or any other act or thing whereby but for this provision the Guarantor would have been released  

2. That in default by the Assignee to pay any rent or monies due under any tenancy continued under Part II of the Landlord and Tenant Act 1954 or any amendment or re-enactment thereof to pay any damages for use and occupation of the Demised Premises up to the date of any new tenancy commencing or the Landlord recovering possession of the Demised Premises 

3. That if a Liquidator or trustee in bankruptcy shall disclaim the Lease the Guarantor will if the Landlord shall by notice in writing within two months after such disclaimer so require take from the Landlord a lease of the Demised Premises for a term commensurate with the residue of the term granted by the Lease which would have remained had there been no disclaimer at the same rent and subject to the same covenants and conditions as are reserved by and contained in the Lease the said Lease to take effect from the date of the same disclaimer and in such case the Guarantor shall pay the costs of such new Lease and execute and deliver to the Landlord a Counterpart thereof
