Refer to the desirability for the proposal to exactly mirror the approved application at No. 24 (2020/0584/P) on the roof of No. 23. 
Officer response 

The amendment to the application is considered to have addressed the objection in regard to the rear dormer and terrace while the other parts of the proposals have been omitted in their entirety.
2 adjoining occupiers object-
Two objections were received from adjoining occupiers; one from a neighbour concerned about noise from gatherings on the proposed terrace; and the other from the adjoining occupier concerned about the proposed balcony resulting in an erosion of privacy to their own terrace at No. 24.
Officer response:
Since there is an existing balcony which already creates overlooking and the size of space to be created of approx. 5.5sqm is considered unlikely to accommodate sufficient numbers of persons to create a disturbance through normal use, it is considered unlikely that any significant additional amenity impacts will be caused. Given that the proposed balcony is wider and deeper and comes up to the party wall, the applicant has been requested to include a planter within their proposals which will be 1.0m high and 0.5m wide restricting the occupiable amenity space in the area adjacent the neighbour’s terrace and giving the opportunity for a planted screen to be established, thereby mitigating any potential additional amenity impacts.
The revision to the application omitting the main rooftop terrace also reduces the total amenity area and scope for any large gatherings and intrusive overlooking.
