ENVIRONEMTAL HEALTH OBERVATIONS
The site is bounded by residential gardens to the North-East, commercial properties to the North-West and South-East, and Rochester Place to the South-West. Entrance to the site is located on Rochester Place.
Appropriate assessment has been carried out ascertain noise breakout from the development.

Appropriate noise guidelines have been followed within the report such as Noise Policy Statement for England, National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF), Planning Practice Guidance on Noise, Camden Council’s Local Plan, version June 2017 and BS 8233:2014.

The submitted assessment has yielded satisfactory internal predicted noise levels. The assessment has also reviewed the building structure and calculations would suggest it is satisfactory to contain noise from its intended use and has put forward reasonable noise mitigation to limit noise breakout.

The acoustic submission is acceptable in environmental terms and I am happy for the variation of Condition 2
